Prison and Probation Prisoners/Residents COVID-19 Testing

Purpose of this Notice
This Privacy Notice is to tell you what information we are collecting as part of the Covid-19 testing

programme, why we are collecting it, how we will protect your privacy, and what you can do if you think that
this has not been done properly.

This notice applies to the data that will be controlled or processed by the MoJ and HMPPS in the Covid
Testing programme. The Department of Health and Social Care (DHSC) are the data controller and The

Ministry of Justice (MoJ) and Her Majesty’s Prison and Probation Service (HMPPS) are the data
processors.

COVID 19 Testing Programme

HM Prison and Probation Service (HMPPS) are working in conjunction with the Department of Health and
Social Care (DHSC), the National Health Service (NHS) and Public Health England (PHE) to implement an
ongoing testing programme.

This testing programmeis voluntary so you do not have to take part, however your participation will help
HMPPS to keep those living, accessing and working in prisons and probation, and their families, safe by
reducing the spread of the virus.

The testing programme may consist of different types of self-administered test:

. Lateral Flow device (LFD)- results are known within 30 minutes.
. PCR test- This is sent to alaboratory and results are known within afew days
. Other- As new technologies develop, we may be able to offer different types of testing

All types of test will be labelled with a unique reference number that is linked to personal information which
you will be required to provide.

The information collected from you will be used to register test kits on the DHSC website, enabling themto
process your test. The information will also allow us to effectively manage and monitor the spread of Covid-
19 within prisons, probation and approved premises. This will help to improve our understanding of the
prevalence of Covid-19in each setting; to take prompt and effective action when necessary; and to provide
appropriate and targeted support to staff, prisoners, residents and service-users.

If you participate in testing before visits, if you take a test before avisit and the result is positive, meaning
that the visit has to be cancelled, the person(s) you are visiting will be informed of the reason for this.

Information we get directly from you

If you agree to participate, you will be asked to sign a consent form. Throughout the process you will be
asked to provide the following personal information which may include all, or some of the details below;

first and last name

date of birth

gender

ethnicity

mobile phone number (if necessary)

email address (if necessary)

home address, including postcode (if necessary)

NHS number, if known (applicable for English residents. Welsh residents may need to provide a differentlocal
identifier, which will be specified upon registering for a test)







e details and date of onset of symptoms

After your COVID-19 tests, we will receive and process your test results (positive, negative or unclear), so
that we can inform you of your result and what steps you should take next. We may also communicate the
results to those that need to know it. For example: to court staff, escort staff and key workers.

In addition, the local testing team/manager at your site/prison will receive a copy of all PCR and LAMP test
results from DHSC by secure email (showing your name, DOB, NHS number, if provided, and the result of
the test).

When we register your tests, your personal details are provided to the Department of Health and Social
Care (DHSC). Their full privacy notice for coronavirus testing is available here and a hard copy has also

For certain testing streams, results are shared with other partners and additional Privacy Notices will be
provided where necessary.

MoJ Prison and Probation Analytical Services (PPAS) will receive data from DHSC. We need to know who
has been tested and so, will process identifiable data that you have provided when registering your tests.
The purpose of this is so that we know who has been tested and the results of these tests with accurate
and up to date data to support the leadership in making strategic and operational decisions.

This data will allow us to effectively manage and monitor the spread of Covid-19 within prisons, probation
and approved premises. This will help to improve our understanding of the prevalence of Covid-19in each
setting; to take prompt and effective action when necessary; and to provide appropriate and targeted
support to staff, prisoners and service-users.

The ‘lawful basis’ and reason for us to collect and use theinformation

HMPPS’ legal basis for processing your personal datais: GDPR Article 6(1)(e)- processing is necessary for
the performance of atask carried out in the public interest or in the exercise of official authority vestedin
the controller

An additional legal basis for processing your personal datais: GDPR Article 9(2)(i) — the processing is
necessary for reasons of public interest in the area of public health

Yourrights as adata subject

GDPR
By law, you have a number of rights as a data subject and this testing programme does not take away or
reduce these rights.

These rights are:
e your right to get copies of your information — you have the right to ask for a copy of any information
about you that is used
e your right to get your information corrected — you have the right to ask for any information held
about you that you think is inaccurate to be corrected
e your right to limit how your information is used — you have the right to ask for any of the information
held about you to be restricted, for example, if you think inaccurate information is being used

If you wish to exercise any of your rights as outlined above or if you have any questions or wish to complain
about how your personal data is used as part of this programme, you should contact HMPPS in the first
instance to resolve your issue. The team can be contacted by writing to or emailing the HMPPS Regime
Recovery Testing Team or the MoJ Data Protection Officer as detailed below. HMPPS may have to work
with partner organisations to resolve your query.

If you are still not satisfied, you can complain to the Information Commissioner’s Office. Their contact
details are also below.

Sharing information outside of HMPPS

As HMPPS register your test kits with DHSC, we are required to collect your personal information as
provided when you consentto undertake Covid testing. This information is entered in to the testing portal in
order to register your test and to provide results. A copy of the privacy notice for this portal accompanies
this notice.

The testing is being taken forward jointly by several organisations, who work in partnership with us. This
means that different points in the process, different organisations will be processing your personal data. All
processing of personal datais being done in compliance with data protection legislation. Each organisation
will require a different level of information about you, but all will use the minimum necessary to do what they
are required to deliver for their part of the Programme.

These organisations include but are not limited to:

e The NHS (including University Hospital Southampton NHS Foundation Trust Southampton Primary
Care Limited, Southampton City Clinical Commissioning Group for LAMP testing)

e NHS Testand Trace and the local Health Protection Team

e The Department of Health and Social care

Where additional parties are also included, we will provide you with a copy of their privacy notice to explain
how the data will be shared.

We may also communicate the results to those who need to know it for the purposes outlined above. For
example: we may need to report your results to those within our organisation such as to staff at Approved
Premises and to our partners: healthcare providers to HMPPS, HMCTS court staff and Prisoner Escort
Staff (PECs), Throughthe Gate Teams.

We will never give your personal information to amember of the public or to anyone else who is not one of
our partners; for example, we will not give out your personal information in response to a Freedom of
Information request.

The exception to this is if you take a test before a visit and the result is positive, meaning that the visit has
to be cancelled, the person(s) visiting you will be informed of the reasonfor this.

Storing yourinformation

The site that you have registered your information with (i.e. prison, probation or approved premises) will
handle and store your information securely. Your personal information will only be used for the purposes
described above, stored securely with restricted access, be held for no longer than is necessary and will be
destroyed in line with the HMPPS Records, Retention and Deposition schedule.

Your Personal details will be held for aperiod of 8 years from the closure of the Covid 19 pandemic.
Consent forms will be held for a period of 8 years from the closure of the Covid 19 pandemic.

Why am I being asked to take part?


It is important that we prevent COVID-19 coming into YCS secure settings and prevent the spread within the community, to keep children & young people, staff and  families safe. Testing is in addition to current physical distancing and wearing of personal protection equipment (PPE) i.e.; face masks.

What is LFD testing?


A Lateral Flow Device (LFD) test is a throat and nose swab or a nasal swab (this will depend on the brand available at the time); it should not hurt but can be a little uncomfortable. The swab sample is added to a fluid in the test kit, which will identify if an individual is currently infectious and a risk to others. It takes only up to 20 minutes for a positive result to appear and 30 minutes to confirm that the result is negative. It is important to note that a negative LFD result does not indicate that you are not infected, merely that it is not detected at point of testing. For that reason, we still need to be careful that you do not increase the risk of transmission.





You will be asked to swab yourself (full instructions will be given). 





· For routine testing, individuals who have had a positive test in last 90 days should continue to undertake LFD tests. 


· LFD tests can be used for those who have tested positive and want to test with LFD on day 5 and day 6 in order to leave any self- isolation on day 6 (providing both tests are negative and are taken 24 hours apart)





What am I being asked to do?


Testing is voluntary and you do not have to take part if you do not wish to, but we would encourage you to. This sheet provides you with information to help you to make your decision and you can also speak to testing staff if you have any other questions. You may be asked to take part in testing for different reasons. There are several testing models available for children and young people in custody: 





· LFD testing on reception


· LFD testing ahead of and after ROTL 


· LFD testing ahead of court


· LFD testing prior to release





For example, you will be offered an LFD test on first arrival to the YOI or STC and a further LFD and PCR test 5 days later. In some circumstances, LFD tests may be offered prior to having a court appearance, a transfer, release, ROTL and before a booked visit. Testing may also be undertaken when there is an outbreak of the virus and mass/surge testing has been recommended by Public Health.

· Enable us to safely increase our regime and activities





How will I find out my test results?


The LFD test results will be known within 30 minutes of undertaking the test and a member of staff will inform you of the result on your test.

What is LFD testing?

The swab sample is added to a fluid in the test kit, which will identify if an individual is currently infectious and a risk to others. It takes only 15-20 minutes for a positive result to appear and 30 minutes to confirm that the result is negative. It is important to note that a negative LFD result does not indicate that an individual is not infected, merely that it is not detected at point of testing. 





Why is testing important?


We encourage everyone to participate in testing, as testing is key to safeguarding the health of all who live and work in the prisons, their families and the wider community. 





The reason for testing is important because it will:


· Help reduce the spread of the virus both in prisons, courts and in the community


· Allow the establishment to help and support those of you who test positive. 


· Help us keep prisoners, staff, visitors and your families safe and protected. 


Enable us to safely deliver our regime and activities





What am I being asked to do?


Testing is voluntary and you do not have to take part if you do not wish to, but we would strongly encourage you to do so where you are offered a test. This sheet provides you with information to help you to make your decision and you can also speak to testing staff if you have any other questions. You may be asked to take part in LFD testing for different reasons. 





For example, you will be offered an LFD test on first arrival to the prison. LFD tests may, only in some circumstances, be offered prior to having a court appearance, a transfer, release, ROTL and before a booked visit. Testing may also be undertaken when there is an outbreak of the virus and mass/surge testing has been recommended by Public Health.





Additional information sheets and separate consent forms have been provided for Prisoner Self-Collect Testing and Visits Testing. If you are taking part in one of those programmes, please ask for the associated sheet.

Support and advice will be provided in the event that any of your tests are positive.

The Prisoner Self- Collect (PSC) LFD Testing Programme


Your prison is taking part in the Prisoner Self-Collect  (PSC) Programme. The Governor has considered which groups of people would benefit from this type of testing. You are invited to take regular Lateral Flow Device (LFD) tests for COVID-19. The introduction of LFD testing is to provide the best chance of identifying the Covid 19 virus and reduce the spread. The testing programme will help to keep you, your visitors and those living and working at the Prison safe by reducing the spread of the virus.


This programme of testing allows you to undertake the LFD testing in your own cell. Results are known within 30 minutes. 


What do I need to know?


· This testing programme doesn’t replace any current testing programme in place for prisoners at this prison but is designed to support it. 


· As with all testing, participation is voluntary and requires consent; you do not have to participate if you don’t wish to, but we would encourage you to. 


· In the event of a positive LFD result, you will be required to follow the instructions provided to you by the Prison Testing Team or Healthcare staff (Individuals should limit contact with others) This advice will be in line with the current government guidelines. 


· For routine testing, individuals who have had a positive test in last 90 days can undertake LFD tests 


· If you get a positive LFD you must limit contact with others and follow the advice provided to you





How does it work?


If you wish to take part in the testing programme you will be required to sign a new consent form and will then be issued LFD test kits to test yourself.  


These test kits will come in a box with 7 individual tests inside. Under this programme, you will be advised as to when you will need to take the tests. You will be expected to look after and store these test kits so that they do not get lost or spoiled. Used testing kits can be thrown away in general waste following the instructions provided in the box and you are expected to be responsible for doing so. 


In taking part, you will be required to inform the testing team at your prison of the results of the tests. These results will need to be registered on the NHS portal. Staff will do this on your behalf. 


You will be issued with Instructions for Use (IFU) leaflet with the testing kits and it is key that you read and follow these instructions. 


What will happen if I take part?


Giving Consent: Read this Participant Information Pack and then sign the Consent Form which you will need to return to your testing team lead (named at the very top of this form)


The Test


· Results are known in 30 minutes


· You are not permitted to give these tests to anyone else


· You will not be permitted to collect testing kits for any other person


· You are not permitted to have more than one box (of 7) testing kits in your possession at any time.


· Testing will take place in your own cell


· The test involves you self-swabbing. You will rub a swab against the back of your throat and/or inside your nose. For most people the test process is quick and completed within a matter of minutes.


· You will process the swab as per the instructions provided to obtain the result.


· Your result will be known in 15 to 30 minutes.


· You will be required to report the result of each test to your testing team or wing staff after you have taken the test. 


· Your nose and throat swab can be destroyed by placing it in the test kit provided bag and placed in your normal domestic waste bin. (Not recycle bins) 


· [bookmark: _GoBack]The test kits must only be used by you and any unused test kits must be returned unopened to staff if you decide you no longer want to participate in testing.    





What do I need to do next? 


Your testing team will arrange to give you a box of testing kits. You should sign a consent form to demonstrate that you understand what is required and agree to the process. This can be done before collecting the kits, but you will NOT be permitted to collect any testing kits if you have not signed a consent form. You may also be asked to sign a compact. 





How do I store the kits?


Store the test kit at room temperature or in a cool dry place (2°C to 30°C). Do not leave in direct sunlight and do not store in a fridge or freezer. (Do not leave on heating pipes or on the window ledge) 


The kit should be used at room temperature (15°C to 30°C). If the kit has been stored in a cool area (less than 15°C), leave it at normal room temperature for 30 minutes before using.





You must report ALL your results to the Testing Team

· If positive, the result is recorded on the Healthcare SystmOne and the transfer is cancelled, DEPMU, PMU and Reception informed to cancel the transfer – transfer rearranged in liaison with PMU and DEPMU.


· If positive the individual must remain in the prison and follow current guidance. Close contacts (as per PHE guidance) of the positive case may also need to isolate.

Steps to Follow





· The dedicated Testing Team Member will collect the dedicated Testing Support Work from their wing location after gaining permission from the Control room & Orderly Officer and inform wing Staff that one prisoner is being taken to reception.  


· Once in Reception the Testing Team Member and Testing Support Worker will clean and set up the testing area ready to receive residents for testing. 


· The Testing Team Member will test each prisoner and an area clean down conducted between each prisoner. The Testing Support Worker may offer reassurance and advice on how to take the test to the prisoner.


· Once a prisoner has been tested they will then be passed on to reception staff for processing. 


· The testing area is to be cleaned after every test.


· Once all prisoners have been tested the testing area is to be cleaned down thoroughly 


· Once all testing is completed the Testing Team Member will complete the testing spreadsheet.  


· A NOMIS entry of results will be recorded 





Testing procedure


· Testing Team member completes ‘Registration card’ with name and sticks bar code onto this 


· Hands prisoner a plastic tray with following: Lateral flow test, mouth swab, registration card, asks them to keep everything on the tray at all times to prevent cross contamination


· Ask prisoner to complete swab 


· Once they have processed their swab, they must hand the testing vial to the Testing Team Member for processing.


· Record on the registration card the time drops are put onto the test and place on a flat surface for 30mins


· Member of testing staff will monitor the test. They will record on the test device and the registration card either - + or V (void) with a black marker pen 


· After the 30 minutes the devices will be placed into the contaminated waste.


· Testing Team Member will inform the prisoner of the result of their test. Positive results will be confirmed in writing.  


· Testing Team Member will immediately inform Orderly Officer and Duty Governor of positive test result. If the prisoner is due to attend court, the court must be informed immediately. 


· Testing Team Member completes the master spread sheet and uploads the test result onto the government website.


· At the end of the day pack everything away. All floors and surfaces cleaned. Bins emptied and taken to contaminated waste store








Use of PPE:


· Staff and Testing Support Workers must wear PPE and remain at a safe distance from the prisoner, not within 2 metres, where possible unless there is a significant risk to security or the safety of the person.


· The level of PPE required for testing member of staff and /or Testing Support Worker:


· Surgical Face Mask


· Nitrile Gloves


· Apron


· Goggles


· Anti Bac Gel available

Testing Room Cleaning:


· There should a provision of cleaning materials for equipment to be regularly cleaned and sanitised


·  Use Titan Chlor tablets in mop buckets on the appropriate floor surfaces and trigger spray bottles to complete the cleaning of tables, chairs and door handles. (See cleaning schedule)


· Testing Team Member should supervise the cleaning of rooms and associated areas, to ensure that cleaning meets the required standard and that it adheres to the cleaning schedules in place.

Why am I being asked to take part?


It is important that we prevent COVID-19 coming into prisons and prevent the spread within the community, to keep prisoners, staff and their families safe. Testing is in addition to all other current Covid 19 measures in place (i.e. wearing of personal protection equipment (PPE). Some staff will be invited to take regular antigen (nose and throat swab) tests for COVID-19. Those groups of staff who will be invited to take part will be determined by the Governor in collaboration with local health leads to target testing in order to manage local risk. 


If you have been identified as being part of a group of staff that should test to support the management of local risk, you will be notified.


Additionally, staff will be asked to test pre-shift if they are experiencing symptoms or to test to return to work after having tested positive for Covid-19. Testing may also take place in response to outbreaks or increased risk, Outbreak Control Teams may recommend some level of routine testing for a limited period.  


What am I being asked to do?


This testing is voluntary, and you do not have to take part if you do not wish to, but we would encourage you to. This sheet provides you with information to help you to make your decision and you can also speak to testing staff if you have any other questions. 


You are being asked to participate in a programme of testing using LFD test kits taken pre-shift twice a week. 


You will be asked to swab yourself (full instructions will be provided)


[bookmark: _Hlk70507006]Staff who have been vaccinated should continue taking part in testing. The vaccine should prevent you from getting seriously ill, but you can still catch and transmit the virus to others which is why it is important that you continue to engage in the testing programmes, to keep your colleagues and prisoners safe.


All Positive cases will continue to be asked not to attend the prison 


What is LFD testing?


A Lateral Flow Device (LFD) test is a throat and nose swab or a nasal swab (this will depend on the brand available at the time); it should not hurt but can be a little uncomfortable. The swab sample is added to a fluid in the test kit, which will identify if an individual is currently infectious and a risk to others. You will know the result of this test within 30 minutes. It is important to note that a negative LFD result does not indicate that an individual is not infected, merely that it is not detected at point of testing. For that reason, behaviour must not change in a way that increases risk of transmission.


A positive LFD result no longer needs to be followed up with a PCR test.


Giving Consent


Taking part in testing is voluntary, but we hope that as a community, you will support this testing programme. Please read this Participant Information Pack and then sign the Consent Form which you will need to return to your testing SPOC (named at the very top of this form). 


Why is testing important?


We encourage everyone to participate in testing, as testing is one of the tools we use to safeguard the health of all who live and work in the prisons, their families and the wider community. 


The reason for testing is important because it will:


· Help reduce the spread of the virus both in prisons and in the community


· Allow the establishment to help and support those of you who test positive. 


· Help us keep prisoners, staff, visitors and your families safe and protected. 


· Enable us to safely increase regimes and activities





How do I access the tests?


LFD Tests


· You will be asked to test using LFD test kits


· The testing SPOC will provide you with a test kit which includes testing instructions. 


· These can be taken at either an ATS at the prison or at home using Self Collect test kits


· Self-Collect testing will take place at your home and you will need to register your tests and results on the portal.


· Self-Collect swabs can be destroyed by placing it in the test kit bag provided and placed in your normal domestic waste bin. (Not recycle bins)


· Your LFD test result will be known within 30 minutes- you should build this into your routine to allow timely receipt of results before attending work.


· Local arrangements for testing sessions or issuing test kits will be communicated to you





Test Results


LFD test results will be known within 30 minutes of undertaking the test and a member of staff will inform you of the result on your test if you are not undertaking self-collect testing and processing the test yourself.


If you test positive with an LFD, you will be asked to stay at home as per current guidance. 


If your test shows as void, you will be able to retake the test.


Self-Collect Registration 


For Self-Collect Testing, you will be issued LFD test kits to use at home- these come with full instructions which you should read carefully as the process may be slightly different depending on which brand of kit you have.

Purpose of this Notice

This Privacy Notice is to tell you what information we are collecting as part of the Covid-19 testing
programme, why we are collecting it, how we will protect your privacy, and what you can do if you think that
this has not been done properly.

This notice applies to the data that will be controlled or processed by the MoJ and HMPPS in the Covid
Testing programme. The Department of Health and Social Care (DHSC) are the data controller and The
Ministry of Justice (MoJ) and Her Majesty’s Prison and Probation Service (HMPPS) are the data
processors.

COVID 19 Testing Programme

HM Prison and Probation Service (HMPPS) are working in conjunction with the Department of Health and
Social Care (DHSC), the National Health Service (NHS) and Public Health England (PHE) to implement an
ongoing testing programme.

This testing programmeis voluntary so you do not have to take part, however your participation will help
HMPPS to keep those living, accessing and working in prisons and probation, and their families, safe by
reducing the spread of the virus.

The testing programme may consist of different types of self-administered test:

. Lateral Flow device (LFD)- results are known within 30 minutes.
. PCR test- This is sent to alaboratory and results are known within afew days
. Other- As new technologies develop, we may be able to offer different types of testing

All types of test will be labelled with a unique reference number that is linked to personal information which
you will be required to provide.

The information collected from you will be used to register test kits with DHSC, enabling themto process
and/or log your test. The information will also allow us to effectively manage and monitor the spread of
Covid-19 within prisons, probation and approved premises. This will help to improve our understanding of
the prevalence of Covid-19in each setting; to take prompt and effective action when necessary; and to
provide appropriate and targeted support to staff, prisoners, people living in Approved Premises and people
on probation.

Information we get directly from you

If you agree to participate, you will be asked to sign a consent form. Throughout the process you will be
asked to provide the following personal information which may include all, or some of the details below;

first and last name

date of birth

gender

ethnicity

mobile phone number (if necessary)

email address (if necessary)

home address, including postcode (if necessary)

NHS number, if known (applicable for English residents. Welsh residents may need to provide a
different local identifier, which will be specified upon registering for a test)

e details and date of onset of symptoms







After your COVID-19 tests, we will receive and process your test results (positive, negative or unclear), so
that we can inform you of your result (if this isn’t provided directly to you) and outline what steps you should
take next.

If PCR testing is offered on-site, the local testing team/manager at your site/prison will receive a copy of all
PCR test results from DHSC by secure email (showing your name, DOB, NHS number, if provided, and the
result of the test). For LAMP testing, only positive results will be shared with your local testing team.

When your tests are registered, your personal details are provided to the Department of Health and Social

For certain testing streams, results are shared with other partners and additional Privacy Notices will be
provided where necessary.

MoJ Prison and Probation Analytical Services (PPAS) will receive data from DHSC. We need to know who
has been tested and so, will process identifiable data that you have provided when registering your tests.
The purpose of this is so that we know who has been tested and the results of these tests with accurate
and up to date data to support the leadership in making strategic and operational decisions.

This data will allow us to effectively manage and monitor the spread of Covid-19 within prisons, probation
and approved premises. This will help to improve our understanding of the prevalence of Covid-19in each
setting; to take prompt and effective action when necessary; and to provide appropriate and targeted
support to staff, prisoners and service-users.

The ‘lawful basis’ and reason for us to collect and use theinformation

HMPPS’ legal basis for processing your personal datais: GDPR Article 6(1)(e)- processing is necessary for
the performance of atask carried out in the public interest or in the exercise of official authority vested in
the controller

An additional legal basis for processing your personal datais: GDPR Article 9(2)(i) — the processing is
necessary for reasons of public interest in the area of public health

Yourrights as a data subject

GDPR
By law, you have a number of rights as a data subject and this testing programme does not take away or
reduce these rights.

These rights are:
e your right to get copies of your information — you have the right to ask for a copy of any information
about you that is used
e your right to get your information corrected — you have the right to ask for any information held
about you that you think is inaccurate to be corrected
e your right to limit how your information is used — you have the right to ask for any of the information
held about you to be restricted, for example, if you think inaccurate information is being used

If you wish to exercise any of your rights as outlined above or if you have any questions or wish to complain
about how your personal data is used as part of this programme, you should contact HMPPS in the first
instance to resolve your issue. The team can be contacted by writing to or emailing the HMPPS Regime
Recovery Testing Team or the MoJ Data Protection Officer as detailed below. HMPPS may have to work
with partner organisations to resolve your query.

If you are still not satisfied, you can complain to the Information Commissioner’s Office. Their contact
details are also below.

As HMPPS register some types of test kits with DHSC, we may be required to collect your personal
information as provided when you consent to undertake Covid testing. This information is entered in to the
testing portal in order to register your test and to provide results. A copy of the privacy notice for this portal
accompanies this notice.

The testing is being taken forward jointly by several organisations, who work in partnership with us. This
means that different points in the process, different organisations will be processing your personal data. All
processing of personal datais being done in compliance with data protection legislation. Each organisation
will require a different level of information about you, but all will use the minimum necessary to do what they
are required to deliver for their part of the Programme

These organisations include but are not limited to:

¢ The NHS (including University Hospital Southampton NHS Foundation Trust Southampton Primary
Care Limited, Southampton City Clinical Commissioning Group for LAMP testing)
NHS Test and Trace and the local Health Protection Team
The Department of Health and Social care

Where additional parties are also included, we will provide you with a copy of their privacy notice to explain
how the data will be shared

We will never give your personal information to amember of the public or to anyone else who is not one of
our partners; for example, we will not give out your personal information in response to a Freedom of
Information request.

Storing your information

The site that you have registered your information with (i.e. prison, probation or approved premises) will
handle and store your information securely. Your personal information will only be used for the purposes
described above, stored securely with restricted access, be held for no longer than is necessary and will be
destroyed in line with the HMPPS Records, Retention and Deposition schedule.

Your Personal details will be held for aperiod of 8 years from the closure of the Covid 19 pandemic.
