Infection Prevention Control & Cleaning
The risk of coronavirus (COVID-19) infection depends on many factors, including:

· the type of surface contaminated

· the amount of virus shed from the individual

· the time the individual spent in the setting

· the time since the individual was last in the setting

COVID-19 spreads from person to person through small droplets, aerosols and through direct contact. Surfaces and belongings can also be contaminated with COVID-19 when people with the infection cough or sneeze or touch them. The risk of spread is greatest when people are close to each other, especially in poorly ventilated indoor spaces and when people spend a lot of time together in the same room.

Social distancing, washing your hands regularly, good respiratory hygiene (using and disposing of tissues), cleaning surfaces and keeping indoor spaces well ventilated are the most important ways to reduce the spread of COVID-19.

Increased frequency of cleaning and disinfecting of general room surfaces reduces the presence of the virus and the risk of contact.

The infection risk from a COVID-19 contaminated environment decreases over time. It is not yet clear at what point there is no risk from the virus, however, studies suggest that, in non-healthcare settings, the risk of residual infectious virus is likely to be significantly reduced after 48 hours. 
In situations where someone has symptoms of COVID-19, GOV.UK continue to advise storing personal waste for 72 hours as an additional precaution.
To prevent infection spread, effective and methodical cleaning is an important preventative measure.  During this period cleaning should not be concentrated on issues of lustre or shine.  The schedules must concentrate on the cleaning and disinfection of all hard surface areas where the possibility of viral contact is likely. Annex G will include updates to share on areas of best practice and interest.
This guidance should be used with the current supervised staff/resident cleaning provision, FM cleaning contract and the Bio Cleaning arrangements. Prisons may wish to consider the use of additional residents for the purposes of cleaning and disinfections within residential units. Staff supervision should always be in place, especially where the Titan Chlor product is being used. Residents must also be encouraged and assisted to ensure their individual/shared rooms are cleaned by the occupants on a daily basis.
Healthcare settings will be cleaned to NHS standards, therefore different to general advice (links to the current guidance is included within the Annex).
General Cleaning Principles during COVID-19 (GOV.UK)

Regular cleaning plays a vital role in limiting the transmission of COVID-19.

Reducing clutter and removing difficult to clean items can make cleaning easier. Increase the frequency of cleaning, using standard cleaning products such as detergents and bleach, paying attention to all surfaces but especially ones that are touched frequently, such as door handles, light switches, work surfaces, remote controls and electronic devices.

As a minimum, frequently touched surfaces should be wiped down twice a day, and one of these should be at the beginning or the end of the working day. Cleaning should be more frequent depending on the number of people using the space, whether they are entering and exiting the setting and access to hand washing and hand-sanitising facilities. Cleaning of frequently touched surfaces is particularly important in bathrooms and communal kitchens.

When cleaning surfaces, it is not necessary to wear personal protective equipment (PPE) or clothing over and above what would usually be used.  
Cleaning method

Existing General Cleaning & additional Disinfection Cleaning.
General Disinfectant Cleaning is to be used on all hard surface areas as outlined below, normal cleaning of dirt build up should continue to be in place as per existing cleaning arrangements. 
Disinfectant must not be used as a spray or mist.  The diluted chemical to be applied from a container using an absorbent cloth. Never mix chemicals.
Regular cleaning products reduce the risk of passing the infection on to other people (source GOV.UK – COVID 19)

· Radios/Body Worn Camera’s
· Visits Hall – hard surface areas on entry and reception to visitors (baggage search areas). 

· Push levers/Push dispensers on the hand sanitiser stations deployed in Prisons

Residential Areas (including Reception)
· As Above ( All areas)
· Prisoner telephones (using sterile wipes)

· Hard floor surfaces (via mopping)

· Food hotplates (using provided sanitizers)

· Handrails

· Cell door handles
Offices

Office cleaning should as a minimum be undertaken at least twice daily, with one of these periods being at the beginning or end of the day. Where there is possible split use of facilities (am/pm/evening shifts), this frequency will require increasing and specified with the local workplace risk assessment and LOP (Please also see SOP Office use)

Office managers must satisfy themselves that cleaning and disinfection regimes are taking place within the office areas and that adequate liaison has taken place during the risk assessment element to identify all the relevant areas requiring cleaning. Where more frequent cleaning is required the manager must make arrangements this is accounted for within the cleaning schedules for the area.

Shared items within the office require the provision of available sterile alcohol wipes to use prior and after use (such as during use of printers). Cleaning must also include any shared areas from the offices such as rest rooms and toilets.

Users IT equipment and hand surface contact areas must be included within the cleaning schedules.

Local arrangements must be made to ensure careful planning and monitoring is undertaken with the cleaning of offices and that resources are made available. This also includes ensuring access to office rooms and other areas where cleaners need to undertake this cleaning. Supervision of resident cleaners may be required in certain circumstances as will consideration of the best times of day to ensure this is undertaken. FM cleaners will require keys to access locked office rooms.  
Principles of cleaning after an individual with symptoms of, or confirmed COVID-19, and the case has left the setting or area
Public areas where a symptomatic person has passed through and spent minimal time but which are not visibly contaminated with body fluids, such as corridors, can be cleaned thoroughly as normal.
All surfaces that the symptomatic person has come into contact with should be cleaned and disinfected, including all potentially contaminated and frequently touched areas such as bathrooms, door handles, telephones, grab rails in corridors and stairwells
Use disposable cloths or paper roll and disposable mop heads, to clean and disinfect all hard surfaces or floor or chairs or door handles and sanitary fittings. If disposable products are not available sanitisation of the equipment used is required after each use utilising the below solutions rates of Titan Chlor products
The minimum PPE to be worn for cleaning an area after a person with symptoms of, or confirmed COVID-19 has left the setting possible is disposable gloves and an apron. Wash hands with soap and water for 20 seconds after all PPE has been removed. Decontamination within cells using spray methods may require additional PPE requirements (this is contained within the SOP for this task). 
Detergent disinfectant solution at a dilution of 1000 parts per million available chlorine to be used as the decontamination cleaning fluid. This equates to:

If using Titan Chlor or a Chlorine producing solution (at 1000ppm) there is no requirement to delay cleaning.
Residential areas/cells where infection is current

· As Above in previous general and residential area guidance (apply the chlorine solution to the outlined areas)
· Walls leading to and from infected area (ie spur/landing)

· Communal Bins/Areas

· Infected cells. To be completed by the Bio Cleaning provision at the end of the infection period and prior to any other persons residing in the cell. All hard and soft surface areas within the cell including provision of laundry facilities to clothing via separate washing facility. ( Please also see SOP – Cleaning and decontamination of COVID-19cells/rooms) - https://hmppsintranet.org.uk/ersd-guidance/2020/04/15/safe-operating-procedures-sop-using-ppe/
·  Bedding should be handled with care and attention paid to the potential spread of infection. Personal protective equipment (PPE) such as plastic aprons and suitable gloves should be worn for handling dirty or contaminated clothing and linen. The washing process should have a disinfection cycle in which the temperature of the load is either maintained at 65ºC for not less than ten minutes or 71ºC for not less than three minutes when thermal disinfection is used. 

General Areas where infected Persons have been present (Workshops/Visits Areas)

· Local Bio Teams/resident cleaning parties or contracted cleaning services can be used to carryout hard surface decontamination cleaning of all areas within the environment where the infected person made contact with. This will be achieved using the chlorine solution and general principles applied above.
· All potentially used areas will also be decontaminated such as tools, door handles, toilet areas, light switches, hand rails. Floors, chairs and all sanitary fittings should also be cleaned.
· A 72 hour period should be given prior to cleaning only where Chlorine based products are not being utalised (such as Titan Chlor at 1000ppm), as this will provide reduction in the virus being present. Where this period cannot be achieved a local risk assessment should be used to deploy Bio Team decontamination with cleaners using PPE and methods contained within the SOP for decontaminating COVID-19 infected cells.
Shower Rooms

Particular care is required to ensure shower rooms are cleaned regularly. The frequency is dependent on use, however the following measures to determine the frequency must be adhered to from the local residential cleaning schedules, cleaner resources and monitoring of this:

· Showers Cleaned before use
· Showers cleaned immediately after being used and prior to the next use by a resident

· Showers cleaned with Titan Chlor prior to use by a resident/s shielding (SIU), where the facility is mixed
· Showers cleaned with Titan Chlor after the use by a resident whom is from a PIU/RCU or from a confirmed/suspected status. Those from a SIU must not follow the use of this group in the use of the shower facility, where the facility is mixed.

General Cleaning Application

As within existing shower cleaning schedules, all floor, wall surface areas will be cleaned with the degreasing and cleaning products. All rubbish and debris to be removed. A further application to all floor and wall areas will be undertaken using general purpose disinfectant. Particular attention being paid to any hard surface hand contact areas such as shower depress buttons and shower benches.
Where Titan Chlor has been specified, the application of this product will replace general purpose disinfectant.

Cleaners must ensure any ventilation ducts are clear from debris. 

Local Operating Procedures

Movement to the showers and the use by particular groups of residents will be defined within a LOP. LOPs will also specify the cleaning provision and monitoring arrangements for showers.
PPE

As a minimum all persons cleaning must wear disposable aprons and disposable nitrile gloves.  When cleaning infected areas operatives from the Bio Cleaning team will wear PPE as within their existing guidance for BBV treatments, such as bio suits, googles, masks and foot coverings. (The cleaning may also include spray treatment to areas and this is contained within a SOP for this task).
All used PPE must be disposed of within a clinical waste bag.  The bag must be tied/secured.  This bag must be transferred to the establishment clinical waste provision after use.
HYGIENE

All persons taking part in the cleaning are required to wash their hands and upper arms using soap and hot water (minimum 20 seconds of hand cleaning).  This must be done immediately after carrying out the cleaning.

Within infected areas alcohol hand gel/ or appropriate clinical disinfectant must be used via the provided dispensers or alternative sources.
CLEANING SCHEDULES & MONITORING
Generally, each area should assess the frequency of cleaning according to the frequency of hand to hand contact from persons in the area.  Where contact is from large groups of persons continually, frequencies will need to be adjusted to account for maximum removal potential.

However, in a general sense the frequency should be:-

1)  Before arrival of expected staff/after unlock (residential areas)
2)  Prior to lunch time (all areas)
3)  After lunch time (all areas)
4)  prior to staff leaving work (non residential areas)
5)  prior to evening meals (residential areas)
6)  Prior to staff leaving work/lock up (residential areas)
7) Particular areas such as keys/trakka cabinets and radios will require arrangements for cleaning when most/all equipment is present. This may involve arrangements to clean at the end of evening shifts and during the night handover period- see Annex E for Trakka COVID-19 cleaning guidance (specifically the cleaning of biometric readers).Consideration may also be given to providing and managing disinfectant wipes where staff clean their own items on picking up the items and or on return. Either system should be adopted to match whichever is viewed as most practicable.
STOCKS

Stocks of cleaning products need to be carefully managed and controlled. Products required include:
1) General disinfectants 

2) Bleach Products
3) Sterile wipes 
4) Clinical waste bags
5) Paper Towel Rolls

6) General Cleaning Clothes

7) Disposable Cleaning Clothes

8) Nitrile Gloves

9) Disposable Aprons
ANNEX A

USING PPE

General Cleaning:

The order of removal of PPE should be as follows:

1. Peel off gloves and dispose in clinical waste;

2. Perform hand hygiene, by hand washing or using alcohol gel; 

3. Remove apron by folding in on itself and place in clinical waste bin
4. Perform hand hygiene
Infection Cleaning by Bio Teams:

The order of removal of PPE should be as follows:

1. Peel off gloves and dispose in clinical waste;

2. Perform hand hygiene, by hand washing or using alcohol gel; 

3. Remove apron by folding in on itself and place in clinical waste bin;

4. Remove goggles/visor only by the headband or sides and dispose in clinical waste;

5. Remove fluid repellent surgical face mask from behind and dispose in clinical waste;

6. Perform hand hygiene

Areas of Good Practice and matters of Interest

A number of Prison gymnasiums have upped their cleaning to provide fitness and facilities for residents and staff ensuring confidence that contact with equipment is safe. This has been done via a rigorous disinfection regime using general equipment and cleaning chemicals to clean equipment before each session and again afterwards.
The careful examination of what equipment is in hand/body contact has allowed the gym staff to ensure each part of this process is cleaned and activities in the gym are going ahead for all.

(Source – POA, NEC – 20.3.20) 

A number of wider gymnasium equipment’s also exist outside of the main gymnasium building. These may for example be situated on wings or within exercise areas. These too need planning and allocation of persons to clean all areas where hand/body contact has taken place. As outlined within the guidance, using disinfectant solutions prior and post use must be planned to prevent infection spread.

Annex H

Mobile Phone Cleaning Guidance
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Annex I

Cleaning and Process – Video Courts in Prisons

Prisoners and staff must  wash their hands prior to entering the area (where immediate hand washing is not available in the video court area, hand sanitisers must be provided under supervision and risk assessment, users to be requested to wash their hands prior to leaving their normal location to attend the area)

Cleaning between each court room occupation is critical to ensure transmission of potential infection is minimised. Court officials should allow a 5min/10 min time slot between each session and change of defendant. The cleaning should be carried out by a suitably trained cleaner with appropriate cleaning products/PPE as detailed within this guidance. The provision of a cleaner is to be arranged locally by each Prison and in consultation with the Court officials.

Cleaning methods should not use direct spray treatments (if a spray bottle is used, apply directly onto a cloth only). Sterile disinfectant wipe products may be used as a hard surface sanitizer for general cleaning use. Areas for general cleaning after use should include:

All exterior and interior door handles (and hand contact areas)

Hard surfaces (Desks / Chairs)

Holding room / cell

Private Legal conferencing rooms

Toilets and wash area

Daily cleaning should take place as described within the guidance (to include floors)

PPE for General Cleaning would include gloves and an apron (see Cleaning Guidance attached.

Cohorting and Separation Arrangements within the Prison Video Court

It is important to maintain Cohorting principles within the Video Court area for Holding Rooms, toilets etc. Cleaning must take place before different cohorted prisoners from PIU, SU, RCU and Normal Location use the shared facilities and courtrooms.

Each cohort, including the Extremely Vulnerable and High Risk prisoners held in shielded units who are at particular risk, should be identified and must not mix with each other or with Confirmed or Suspected cases in any circumstance.

Where symptomatic prisoners are identified as having used a video court / holding room or associated facility a full Decontamination will be required which will require more time to bring the court back on line (details of the methods and products to be used are contained within the guidance).
Annex J

Product Communication & Information from the Commercial Team

What considerations should prisons be making when ordering and using C&H products during the COVID19 crisis period?
Trigger Sprays, Liquid Soap/sanitiser Pumps & Pelican Pumps:

Please do not throw these away unless they are damaged and unusable. 

The COVID19 pandemic has rendered these component parts in high demand across the world, putting strain on manufacturers to keep up with this demand. If pumps and sprays you already have can be safely rinsed out and re-used please do so to preserve your local stocks of these. 
Toilet Rolls – volume capping

Since the ordering cap of just 110% of normal ordering volumes was introduced the stability of supply of this product swiftly resumed and continues to be maintained. There were never any production issues with this product, supply was completely affected by panic purchasing behaviour.
Chlorine Tablets – volume capping

As an integral part of the COVID19 tool kit, maintaining supply of these is vital. Since the ordering cap of 30 units per site per month has been introduced the stability of the supply has been retained. Bulk orders of these are placed nationally for provision into Regional PPE hubs and controlling volumes of both purchasing routes helps manage the overall supply continuity of the product. 
Recycling 5ltr Chemical Containers

Greenham have advised that if prisons notify them in advance the will collect empty, rinsed out plastic 5ltr containers for recycling. Please speak to your local branch to discuss any local requirements/expectations.

During periods of self-isolation, provision is being made for residents to access mobile phones to maintain contact with their families. It is essential that these phones are properly cleaned & disinfected after use to prevent unintended transfer of Covid-19.

Please find below the necessary list of materials and cleaning procedure; both are also appropriate for mobile phones shared by staff, e.g. driver or escort phones.



Materials Needed

· Small biohazard bag (yellow)

· Disposable nitrile gloves (blue)

· Small clear plastic bag (for the cleaned phone)

· Lint free / microfibre cloth

· Supply of 70% Isopropyl alcohol cleaning wipes (e.g. food probe wipes)



Procedure to Follow for Mobile Phone Cleaning

· At all times, staff & residents must maintain good hand hygiene by way of frequent, thorough washing in line with PHE guidance.

· When issuing the phone to a resident, retrieving it after use, and while cleaning the phone, staff must wear disposable Nitrile gloves

· Make sure the phone is unplugged before cleaning



· Use a soft lint-free or microfibre cloth to remove any gross contamination. Dispose of the cloth into the yellow biohazard bag



· Use a fresh cleaning wipe (70% Isopropyl alcohol - e.g. a food probe wipe or similar) to clean all faces of the phone gently but thoroughly, paying special attention to the whole of the front, the faces of any keys or buttons, and in between keys.

ACTIONS TO TAKE IN RESPONSE TO AN OUTBREAK OF
GASTROINTESTINAL INFECTION:

e prisoners/detainees who are ill should be isolated in their cells/rooms,
usually until free of symptoms for 48 hours

e cell/room-mates of prisoners/detainees who are ill may be incubating
the illness themselves and should be similarly isolated

e if there are no in-cell/room sanitation facilities, make sure to reserve
some toilet facilities for the wuse of symptomatic
prisoners/detainees only (eg all those with symptoms and up to 48
hours after symptoms have disappeared)

e place appropriate and clear sighage on the toilet areas, such as ‘for
D&V patients only’ and make sure the signs are clear for people with
learning difficulties or poor literacy to understand

e Wwhere toilet seats are present, make sure they are down before flushing

e make sure cleaner(s) cleaning affected areas do not visit other
parts of the prison/place of detention
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e clean regularly and frequently throughout the day all hand held surfaces
in affected areas with a Titan bleach-containing agent or other
appropriate product as advised by the OCT,

e Toilet seats, flush handles, wash-hand basin taps, surfaces and toilet
door handles should be cleaned at least daily or more often, depending
on use.

e Disposable gloves and cloths will be used for cleaning. These may be

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Guidance on the Use of Titan Chlor tablets/diluted solution
